European Day of Language

Tuesday 26" September is the annual European Day of Language and to celebrate this, we will be
celebrating languages across the whole week and across the whole school. In Modern Languages classes,
learners will compete in language and music quizzes, give taster sessions to other pupils in other languages,
and create posters for a departmental display highlighting the importance of language learning. In Key
Adult, learners will watch short videos of pupils from all year groups introducing themselves in their native
languages. We think there are around 25 different languages used by pupils across the school! The S3
Media class has also been working to create a short video on this theme as their first media project. Staff in
all departments will be provided with a Powerpoint for the week with the date and basic greetings in
different languages; many staff in the school speak different languages and they often do a little taster
session in their language with one or two of their classes. Finally, S6 pupils — and Advanced Higher French
students - Samira Perez Naveiro and lzzy McTernan also spoke at Key Adult assemblies last week,
introducing the European Week of Languages and giving a personal reflection on their experiences of
language learning.

Portobello High School strikes GOLD!!

Portobello High School has been recognised with a prestigious national award for innovation and achievement
in delivering physical education and extra-curricular sport.

The school has achieved the sportscotland Gold School Sport Award for their commitment to engaging all
pupils in sporting activity.

As part of the National Lottery funded programme, the sportscotland School Sport Award is a national initiative
that is designed to encourage schools to continuously improve physical education and sport. The Award also
encourages sporting links between schools and the communities around them.

Stewart Harris, Chief Executive of sportscotland, said: “Congratulations to all the staff and pupils at Portobello
High School - they should be extremely proud of this fantastic achievement. Not only have they put physical
education and sport at the heart of their school and local community, but they have managed to do so in a way
that encourages all pupils to engage in physical activity whilst having fun at the same time.

“sportscotland is committed to building a world-class sporting system for everyone, and a crucial part of that
is putting young people at the heart. Working with our partners in local authorities and governing bodies of
sport, we are creating closer links between physical education, school sport and club sport, which benefits
young people by providing more and better opportunities to take part in sport.”

With more applications than ever before, there are currently 212 sportscotland Gold School Sport Award
schools. 336 schools have been awarded Silver and 84 with Bronze.

To achieve a Bronze or Silver sportscotland School Sport Award, schools self-assess their current practice.
However, to gain Gold status an extensive external assessment is also carried out by an independent panel
of experts.

Eliane Inkster, PE Curriculum Leader, commented: “It's a massive honour to be awarded the sportscotland
Gold School Sport Award. We believe that physical education, physical activity and sport are extremely
important factors, not only from a curriculum perspective but also from an extra-curricular programme and
beyond, extending into our new local community hub. Our staff and coaches work incredibly hard to deliver
across the programmes to ensure that our pupils are afforded as many opportunities as possible to participate
in sport and physical activity and enjoy the social benefits of doing so too. As a school we are also indebted to
many parents who also fully support our programme.”

The sportscotland School Award is supported by the Active Schools Network, a programme that involves
sportscotland working in partnership with all 32 local authorities to encourage schools to ensure there are
opportunities for all children and young people to engage, participate and reach their potential in this area.
